Our students are outperforming state and district averages

on standardized tests and, in our high schools, 100% college
acceptance is the standard. Our college-bound students learn
inquiry skills, research skills, and habits of scholarship that
motivate them to work independently, think critically about the
world around them, and persist in the face of challenges.

Demonstrating impact
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In 2018-2019, students at EL Education Credentialed Schools consistently outperformed their state peers in English
Language Arts and Math.
